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· The state-of-the-art studio opened in the late fall of 2005 at the Salem State College Enterprise Center.

· John Volpacchio had taught at SSC for the past 15 years in ceramics and sculpture 

· Volpacchio is the professor and director of Glassworks Studio and he specializes in making Venetian Goblets. 

· In 1994 he took summer classes in glassblowing at the Massachusetts College Art. He traveled the country participating in workshops. For many years, he spent each summer in Murano, Italy, working in glass factories, studying with the maestros and teaching.

· Salem State College is now one of the three colleges in Massachusetts to offer classes in Glassblowing. These classes are available Monday- Saturday to both Salem State College Students and are open to the public. 

· In order to enroll in this class all students are required to sign a consent form and pay a fee of $200.00.

· There is an open gallery upon entering Glassworks Studio, which displays works from the professor, students and artist local and international. 

· In January 2001, Professor John Volpacchio made a red, white and blue vase to present to Bill Clinton.
· John Volpacchio presented two Venetian Goblets to Jack Walsh (CEO of general electric), and   Susie Welch (Business Journal). He also made 25 blue and orange pumpkins for Nancy Harrington’s retirement.

· There are 1 hour glassblowing demonstrations for $150.00, and the views are allowed to keep whatever’s made during that demonstration. 
· An average class goes through approx. 350 pounds of glass a week.

· Students worked in teams, as is characteristics of glassblowing, and attended a weekly four-hour class.

· Creations made by students and established glass artists are sold at the studio.
· Non credit glassblowing classes for members of the community.
· Summer workshops, local and international glassblowers are available. 

· Gallery is opened for viewing on Tuesdays 9:00a.m.-3:30p.m. and Wednesdays 9:00a.m.-5:00p.m.

· Classes are on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays 9:00a.m.-12:00p.m.
· Monday nights are evening classes for members of the community.
