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Sewfine was started back in 2002 by Claire Federman and Julie Weinstein. They worked from their homes. The company began after both women left the work force to be at home full time with their children. The women have a passion for sewing and were inspired by the wealth of fabric choices available in the industry. What was initially a hobby, making drapes for their homes, lead to doing drapery work for friends and eventually came up with the idea that they could do the same for designers and decorators on the north shore.

 
In March of 2005 Sewfine officially incorporated as an LLC and moved into the Enterprise Center. Today, Sewfine is a custom workroom to the trade, meaning they make custom drapes for decorators and designers. They assist decorators and designers with the design details, fabrication and installation of all types of custom window treatments.

 
Julie Weinstein will be leaving the company in March to pursue other interests. Julie Griffith is the current seamstress for Sewfine. She does most of the sewing for Claire Federman. Federman works two to four days a week. She designs and sends sketches to her clients. Most of the time she never sees the finished product.

 
Claire Federman gets most of her clients through cold calling. She has worked for the Tedesco Country Club designing drapes for the Ballroom, lunchroom and is currently working on the foyer.


Federman's future plans are to attend the Home Show, a showcase of designers all around the North Shore, in order to expand her business.
